Ron Jaworski
Born in 1951 in the small town of Lackawanna, NY Ron Jaworski made much more than a small name for himself. He went on to pursue a seventeen year career in the NFL and enough post-NFL success to make him a leading name in sports even today. 

Jaworski’s dreams started early when after excelling in football, basketball, and baseball throughout high school he was drafted by the St.Louis Cardinals following his senior year. Jaworski, like many seventeen year olds, saw his fantasy coming true until his father pushed college and kept him from entering MLB. Jaworski attended Youngstown State in Ohio and decided to play football. After an immaculate performance at the Ohio Shrine Bowl and the Senior Bowl Ron was drafted into the NFL during the 2nd round in 1973 by the LosAngeles Rams. 
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A four year stay with the Rams gave Jaworski a running start when he was traded to the Philadelphia Eagles in March of 1977 under the direction of coach Dick Vermeil. Jaworski led the Eagles to two NFC Championships in ’78 and ’79 and finally in 1980 with a record for 12-4 took the Eagles to a Super Bowl. Although they did not come out with a win from Super Bowl XV Jaworski was named 1980 NFL MVP and the number one rated passer in the NFC, titles which gave him a spot in the Pro Bowl that year. A ten year stay with the Eagles ended in 1987 when as a free agent Jaworski left with four NFC Championships, and a Super Bowl appearance under his belt. He still holds records for the Eagles as the all time leader for passing yards and touchdown passes in his career.  
In 1987 Jaworski signed with the Miami Dolphins for two seasons, after which he was signed as a free agent by the Kansas City Chiefs. He ended his NFL Career in 1990 with the Chiefs after sustaining a season ending knee injury.

His NFL Career trained Jaworski, also known as “Jaws”, for his great post-NFL success. He is currently the President of the Philadelphia Soul of the AFL, and one of the best NFL analysts currently on ESPN. Jaworski is a passionate public speaker who takes his experience on the gridiron and in the business world to your field.
