After serving as an assistant coach for the Canadians from 2000 to 2002 Carbonneau moved back to the Dallas Stars as GM for the organization. In 2005 Carbonneau was recognized by the Quebec Major Junior Hockey League when they created the Guy Carbonneau Trophy awarded annually to the leagues best defensive forward. 

In 2006 Carbonneau was named the Montreal Canadians associate coach, and quickly made his way to the head coach position. Carbonneau shows a passion and dedication that has made him a coveted coach in Montreal.
